Second circular

We are pleased to let you know that your abstract submitted for the conference has been accepted. The following are the most important pieces of information. The conference takes place at the Pázmány Péter Catholic University, Faculty of Humanities, Piliscsaba, about 25 kilometres west of Budapest. 

Provisional programme

9 August (monday) registration, opening, plenary sessions, reception

10–12 August (tuesday, wednesday, thursday) plenary sessions, sections, symposia [workshops?]

13 August (friday) excursion

14 August (saturday) plenary sessions, concluding session, reception

Registration fee

The registration fee is EUR 120 if paid before 30 April 2010, after that it is EUR 150. Payment can be made via bank transfer (Reguly Társaság/FU11, CIB Bank IBAN HU08 11101404-19664314-360001) BIC (SWIFT) code CIBHHUHB)  or in cash at registration. The fee covers conference costs, participation in cultural programmes and receptions plus the following publications: conference programme, volume of plenary papers, abstract volume and the volume containing the material of the individual sessions. It does not cover accommodation, meals and the excursion.
Accompanying persons and those participants who do not give talks are required to pay EUR 30 before 30 April 2010, after that EUR 50. Accompanying persons will not be given conference volumes.

Accommodation

The university dormitories in Piliscsaba offer rooms for 2 or 3 persons each. The cost of these rooms is EUR 8–12  per head per night, breakfast not included. Accommodation in the dormitories can be reserved through the organising committee. Requests for accommodation can be submitted on a form that will be sent out with the third circular in spring 2010.

Participants can also stay at a variety of hotels in Budapest. Hotel accommodation must be arranged by participants individually. In the third circular teh organising committee will publish a list of recommended hotels. Prices range between EUR 60–70 for single rooms and EUR 77–80 for double and twin-bedded rooms.

Getting there

Piliscsaba can be reached with the train that commutes between Budapest (Nyugati railway station) and Esztergom. The train station of the university is called Pázmáneum. The ride takes about 50 minutes from Budapest. Trains run once in an hour during the day. Buses to the university leave from Budapest, Árpád híd or Széna tér and the ride takes about 40 minutes. Buses also run once in an hour. More detailed information on timetables will be given later. 
Meals

There are two self-service restaurants and one à-la-carte restaurant as well as a cafeteria on campus, which also serve breakfast. There is also a large department store next to the campus, which makes it easy to cater for oneself.

Excursions

Information on the excursions will be given in the third circular and on the web site later.

Conference homepage (fu11.btk.ppke.hu)

The homepage works in three languages (Hungarian, English and Russian). The list of participants and abstracts accepted will soon be posted. Those who have submitted an abstract but did not receive the second circular can check these lists to see if they are included. Those who are not are advised to contact the organising committee immediately (fu11@btk.ppke.hu).

Visa

Those who need a visa to Hungary are advised to arrange it individually.
